         15                 Once again, it's Albany's taxes or

         16  close firehouses; it's Albany's taxes or a decimated

         17  police force; and, therefore, I am forced to vote

         18  aye on all.

         19                 COUNCIL CLERK: Vann.

         20                 COUNCIL MEMBER VANN: Aye on all.

         21                 COUNCIL CLERK: Weprin.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER WEPRIN: Aye.

         23                 COUNCIL CLERK: Yassky.

         24                 COUNCIL MEMBER YASSKY: Aye.

         25                 COUNCIL CLERK: Jennings.
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          2                 COUNCIL MEMBER JENNINGS: Pass.

          3                 COUNCIL CLERK: Nelson.

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER NELSON: Pass.

          5                 COUNCIL CLERK: Jennings.

          6                 COUNCIL MEMBER JENNINGS: I vote aye

          7  on all, except M 16 (sic) and M 617.

          8                 COUNCIL CLERK: Nelson.

          9                 COUNCIL MEMBER NELSON: Aye.

         10                 COUNCIL CLERK: Oddo.

         11                 COUNCIL MEMBER ODDO: May I be

         12  temporarily excused to explain my vote?

         13                 I vote no on Intro 492, on M 615, 16,

         14  and 617 and accompanying resolutions 940, 941 and

         15  942. And simply say that when we voted on the SLR on

         16  the PIT, we were told that there would not be a

         17  recapture provision. The Finance Committee just

         18  spent 20 some odd minutes trying to come to grips

         19  with the recapture provision we have in this bill,

         20  and I hope that when it comes to the sunset

         21  provision of what we're trying to do today, we are a

         22  little bit more accurate and a little more

         23  forthright. I vote aye on all other items.

          9                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GOTBAUM: All items on

         10  today's General Order Calendar were adopted by a

         11  vote of 49 in the affirmative, zero in the negative,

         12  and zero abstentions; with the exception of Intro.

         13  492, which was adopted by a vote of 46 in the

         14  affirmative, three in the negative and zero

         15  abstentions. And SCR 110, which was adopted by a

         16  vote of 48 in the affirmative, one in the negative

         17  and zero abstentions, and M 16, which was adopted by

         18  a vote of 45 in the affirmative, four in the

         19  negative, zero abstentions and M 16 -- I'm sorry, M

         20  616, which was adopted by a vote of 44 in the

         21  affirmative, five in the negative, and M 617, which

         22  is adopted by a vote of 44 in the affirmative, five

         23  in the negative and zero abstentions.

         24                 The revised Use Land Up vote (sic) is

         25  49 in the affirmative and zero in the negative.
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          2                 Introduction and Reading of Bills.

          3                 SPEAKER MILLER: All items are

          4  referred to the Committee as indicated on the

          5  schedule.

          6                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GOTBAUM: Discussion

          7  of Resolutions. None.

          8                 Resolutions? None.

          9                 General Discussion.

         10                 Margarita Lopez.

         11                 COUNCIL MEMBER LOPEZ: Yes, I just

         12  want to raise to make the Council notice Intro. 410,

         13  which has been laid over. I think this is a great

         14  Intro, but I one more time want to point out that

         15  this is an Intro that ignores the community of

         16  disabled people. One more time, we understand that

         17  we can put subsidies in place that will benefit the

         18  seniors, that will allow seniors to pay the monies

         19  that they have to pay about rent in accordance to

         20  the income, but we continue to forget that people

         21  with disabilities are in a fixed income. We continue

         22  to forget that people with disabilities to this day

         23  has not been given this great benefit that seniors

         24  have. Then this bill that the Council just laid over

         25  should be modified and should include people with
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          2  disabilities, and if it doesn't include people with

          3  disabilities, this bill should not be passed,

          4  because in my views, what we're talking about is a

          5  double standard, because if the issue is about

          6  income limitations, then who more than people with

          7  disabilities have income limitations in this City of

          8  hours?

          9                 And I hope that we can modify the

         10  bill for the next time that this bill comes back to

         11  the Council.

         12                 Thank you.

         13                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GOTBAUM: Thank you,

         14  Council Member.

         15                 Council Member Serrano.

         16                 COUNCIL MEMBER SERRANO: I would like

         17  to call my colleagues' attention to Reso 962.

         18  Currently the State of New York is using 1990 census

         19  data as they formulate their allocations for library

         20  funding of the three library systems in the City of

         21  New York. We're asking with this resolution that the

         22  State use current 2000 data which is readily

         23  available. Populations have grown and that would

         24  mean more money for the three systems in the City of

         25  New York.
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          2                 So, I'm asking my colleagues to

          3  please support Resolution 962. It will send a

          4  message to Albany that we need to reformulate our

          5  allocations for the library system, and use 2000

          6  data which will help every New Yorker.

          7                 Thank you.

          8                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GOTBAUM: Council

          9  Member Davis.

         10                 COUNCIL MEMBER DAVIS: I just want to

         11  rise in memory of Lauren Ashly Mcglasson, a young

         12  lady who passed away on a terrible drowning

         13  incident, and to remind people that during the

         14  summer months I introduced a resolution about having

         15  June and July and August Water Safety Summer Months,

         16  and looking forward when it goes into Committee

         17  under the tremendous leadership of Chairman,

         18  Councilman Addabbo, to send a clear message to

         19  parents across the board to be mindful during these

         20  summer months of water safety around pools and

         21  beaches, and to make sure that no child is left

         22  unsupervised, and though lifeguards do a tremendous

         23  job, but to not take it for granted and put your

         24  trust in the lifegauard's hand, put your child's

         25  life in a lifeguard's hand. So, be mindful during
