Title:     To amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to imposing a fine against the owners of commercial buildings and residential buildings of six or more units who do not remove graffiti from their premises, and in relation to allowing the city to clean graffiti from these buildings without the consent of the owner of the property.

Reasons for Support:  Graffiti continues to be a major “quality of life” issue in many of the City’s communities, at best degrading a neighborhood’s visual environment, and at worst inviting criminal and gang activity.  In order to avoid the dangerous consequences of graffiti upon communities, it is necessary to establish the means to remove graffiti as soon as possible.
