TITLE:
AN ACT in relation to reclassifying the retirement from the New York city police pension fund for ordinary disability of DeForest Taylor as a retirement for accident disability.

BACKGROUND:

This legislation would reclassify former New York City Police Chief DeForest Taylor's pension status from ordinary disability to accident disability.

According to Assemblyman Sweeney’s Memorandum in Support, Police Chief Taylor has malignant mesothelioma, a form of lung cancer which he believes he contracted while serving in the line of duty.  This legislation would provide Chief Taylor additional retirement benefits.
