This bill would require that the Mayor’s Office of Operations (“Operations”) ensure that any City agency that directly collects or otherwise contracts to collect demographic information regarding ancestry or ethnic origin on any form, include separate categories for a minimum of 22 Asian Pacific American groups. The bill would also require the City agency to create spaces on any such form for the responder to list his or her country of origin, the number of years the responder has been living in the United States and the primary language spoken by the individual Any aggregate data collected from these forms must be posted on the agency’s website.
