	Summary of Legislation: The purpose of this local law, known as the “Local Civil Rights Restoration Act of 2005,” is to clarify the scope of New York City’s Human Rights Law.  There is a sense that New York City’s Human Rights Law has been construed too narrowly.  The provisions of New York City’s Human Rights Law shall be construed independently from similar or identical provisions of New York sate or federal statues.  In particular the law underscores “partnership status” as a protected category.
