	Summary of Legislation: This legislation would amend Chapter 20 of the New York city charter by requiring the Department of Education (DOE), in consultation with the New York City Police Department (NYPD), to install security cameras at schools and consolidated school locations operated by DOE where the Chancellor, in consultation with the NYPD, deems such cameras appropriate for safety purposes. The legislation also requires DOE to submit to the City Council by the end of 2006 a report reviewing the potential installation of security cameras at all schools under the jurisdiction of DOE.



	Effective Date: This local law shall take effect ninety days after its enactment.
