Title:
A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring air-conditioning on any bus or other motor vehicle transporting a child with a disability to and from school. 

Sponsor:
Council Members Monserrate, Addabbo, Jr., Baez, Barron, Clarke, Davis, Gerson, Jennings, Liu, Lopez, Martinez, McMahon, Nelson, Reyna, Rivera, Sanders, Seabrook, Stewart, Vallone Jr., Vann and Weprin; also Council Members Gerson, Perkins, and Golden. 

Summary of Legislation: The proposed law would amend Section 19-605 of the administrative code of the city of New York, which provides for greater protections and safety measures for children transported to and from school on school buses and other motor vehicles, by requiring air-conditioning on all buses or other motor vehicles engaged in the business of transporting children with disabilities to and from school. 
Effective Date: This local law would take effect one hundred eighty days after its enactment into law.

Impact on Revenues: 

No impact on revenues would result from the enactment of this legislation.


  
Impact on Expenditures:

There would be no impact on expenditures inasmuch as: (a) all Pre-K vendor vehicles are currently mandated by DOT to be air-conditioned; (b) 15 percent of special education mini-wagons, ramp wagons and hydraulic lift buses are required to be air-conditioned under the Department of Education’s contracts (which requires air-conditioning to be phased-in, in no less than 25% of affected vehicles by July 1, 2004 even though, 46% of that portion of the fleet is already air-conditioned); (c) currently, there are about 1,400 air-conditioned hydraulic lift buses, ramp wagons and mini-wagons available in the fleet; and (d) that all bus companies hired to transport children are selected from a list of approved service providers by either of the two departments.  However, if the legislation requires any bus that carries a disabled student to be air-conditioned, which could potentially include all buses, the cost could be substantial. There are about 55,000 buses available to the school age population. The average cost to retrofit a sixty-four-passenger bus with air-conditioning is $8,000 and $4,000 for the mini-wagon.
