	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the City of New York and Local Law number 63 for the year 2005, relating to tracking and reporting by the department of Health and Mental Hygiene, in relation to requiring such Department to track and report deaths of homeless persons in the city of New York.

	Summary of Legislation:  Proposed Intro. 753-A removes the sunset provision of Local Law 63, which is currently set to be repealed on January 30, 2012, thereby making its provisions permanent.  Local Law 63 requires the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene to gather information regarding the incidence of deaths of homeless persons and homeless shelter residents on a quarterly basis and to issue annual reports detailing those findings to the Council and the Mayor.  Tracking and reporting these deaths helps the City better understand the challenges faced by homeless persons in New York City and assists in the creation of policies and programs designed to safeguard such persons and prevent future unnecessary deaths.
Local Law 63 requires the Department to disaggregate reported homeless death incidence by: (1) whether there was Medical Examiner investigation into decedent’s death; (2) community board district and more specified location where the decedent passed; (3) last known residence of the decedent; and (4) decedent age and gender.  In addition to extending the life of Local Law 63, Proposed Intro. 753-A also adds a new requirement to include prior year reported information in the annual report.


	Effective Date: This legislation would take effect immediately and shall be deemed to have been in full force and effect on and after January 30, 2012.
