Justification:
District Managers play an important role overseeing our Community Boards, however we have seen some District Managers rarely face oversight for their actions. This bill plays an important role in clarifying the roles and authority of the District Managers, including who they report to. By giving the Borough Presidents clearer authority to remove District Managers and restricting the terms of District Managers to four years, the City is ensuring that District Managers, and by proxy Community Boards, continue to act in good faith and serve their communities.
