City Planning Commission decision approving an application submitted by The Durst Organization pursuant to Sections 197-c and 201 of the New York City Charter for the grant of a special permit pursuant to Sections 13-562 and 74-52 of the Zoning Resolution to allow an attended public parking garage with a maximum capacity of 239 spaces on portions of the ground and second floors and to allow floor space up to a height of 23 feet above curb level to be exempted from the definition of floor area as set forth in Section 12-10 (DEFINITIONS) in the westerly portion of a proposed mixed-use building to be constructed on property bounded by West 57th Street, Eleventh Avenue, West 58th Street, and Twelfth Avenue (Block 1105, Lots 1, 5, 14, 19, 23, 29, 36, and 43), within a general large-scale development, in proposed C4-7 and M1-5 Districts, in the Special Clinton District [Area C (Other Area)].

INTENT

To permit a 239 space attended public parking garage to be located on portions of the ground and second floors and to exempt 43,889 square feet of floor space below the curb level from the definition of floor area.
