NAME, DESCRIPTION AND LOCATION OF ACTION: A proposed local law to amend the Administrative Code of the City of New York in relation to the definition of clean fill (Proposed Int. No. 393-A).  

The City Council has introduced a proposed local law, Proposed Int. No. 393-A, which would amend paragraph 7 of subdivision a of section 16-130 of Title 16 of the Administrative Code of the City of New York to amend the definition of “clean fill” to include asphalt millings. This proposed local law, which would have citywide application, would allow applicants for clean fill permits to include asphalt millings as a component of their clean fill mixture.

Under the current law fill material is defined as “ only clean material consisting of earth, ashes, dirt, concrete, rock, gravel, stone or sand provided that such material shall not contain organic matter having the tendency to decompose with the formation of malodorous by-products”. The applicant must state the purpose for the fill operation and the type of filled to be used before they can obtain a permit. The Department of Sanitation before issuing a permit must approve the type of fill operation and the content of the clean fill that will be used.

 The Department of Sanitation issues permits for “fill material operations”. Fill material operations are defined in the paragraph 8 of subdivision a of section 16-130 of the Administrative Code of the City of New York as  “grading, levelling, surcharging, compacting, or final disposition of fill material for the purpose of land alteration or improvement, including but not limited to change of existing property grade, filling of lands below established grades or of lands under water to establish grades, and filling of lands which requires the approval by any city or state agency”
Effective Date 

The local law shall take effect immediately upon enactment into law.
