SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Intro No. 1188 would require the Mayor’s Office to End Gender-Based Violence (ENDGBV) to create an informational resource for newly married individuals that details their legal rights as it pertains to divorce and annulment of such marriage as well as available domestic violence resources. The bill would also require ENDGBV to provide this resource to the Office of the City Clerk, which would distribute it when issuing marriage certificates and post it on its website.
