	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to electronic equipment collection standards.
	Sponsors:
Council Members de Blasio, McMahon, and the Speaker (Council Member Quinn)

	Summary of Legislation: This local law would amend section16-423 of chapter four-a and section 16-424 of chapter four-a of the Administrative Code to require that manufacturers of covered electronic waste comply with specific electronic standards. First, this bill would allow the Department of Sanitation (the Department) to at any time require a resubmission of a proposed modification if it determines that a manufacturer is not in compliance with the collection standards set forth in section 16-424. In addition, this legislation would require a manufacturer to demonstrate whether, pursuant to its electronic waste management plan, it is collecting for recycling or reuse at least its share of covered electronic equipment. The applicable minimum collection standard would be 25 percent by July 1, 2012, 45 percent by July 1, 2015 and 65 percent by July 1, 2018.  
Furthermore, beginning July 1, 2012, a manufacturer who has not met the performance standards set forth by this legislation shall be liable for a civil penalty of $50,000 for each percentage point the manufacturer falls below the performance standards, and would be required to submit a modified electronic waste management plan to the Department with details on how it intends to comply. 
Lastly, on or before July 1, 2009, and annually thereafter, a manufacturer that offers any covered electronic equipment for sale in the city would be required to submit an annual report to the Department that includes information for the prior calendar year. The information shall include any approved modification to the manufacturer’s electronic waste management plan, sales data for the manufacturer’s covered electronic equipment sold in the city, and the quantity of covered electronic equipment collected for recycling or reuse, expressed both in terms of the total weight of a covered electronic equipment and as a percentage of the average annual sales of the manufacturer’s covered electronic equipment in the city.
