          2                 CHAIRPERSON ADDABBO: Good morning,

          3  and welcome to the Civil Service and Labor Commttee

          4  hearing. My name is Joe Addabbo, I chair this

          5  Committee. Again, welcome.

          6                 At this point I'd like to welcome my

          7  colleagues who are here to my right, Council Member

          8  Dennis Gallagher. To my left, far left, it's Council

          9  Member Larry Seabrook, and Sara Gonzalez. Again, I

         10  welcome you all here.

         11                 Today we are doing an override or a

         12  veto, Intro. 380-A. A bill that would amend the

         13  Administrative Code in relation to collective

         14  bargaining of certain City employees based on the

         15  dangerous condition of their responsibilities and

         16  their job title.

         17                 This bill will not alter terms of

         18  conditions of employment, nor salary, wages, hours

         19  or benefits, but merely the procedural process in

         20  which they bargain with the City.

         21                 This Committee will take two votes.

         22  The first vote will be upon the motion to receive

         23  and file the Mayor's message vetoing Intro. 380-A,

         24  and the second vote will be on whether Intro. 380-A

         25  should be passed notwithstanding the objections of
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          2  the Mayor and recommend for approval and enactment

          3  to the full Council later on today.

          4                 At this point, I'd like to thank the

          5  staff who put this hearing together. My legislative

          6  aid, Steve Adenesio, to my right here, Tom Curry,

          7  Legal; Counsel, Tom Povolny, Policy Analyst and

          8  Daniel Turriago, the Financial Analyst.

          9                 As Chair of this Committee, I

         10  recommend a yes vote on both, and that we override

         11  this veto because it is the right thing to do for

         12  these City employees.

         13                 Currently the Intro. Has 37 sponsors.

         14  At this point I would ask to have the roll call for

         15  the vote.

         16                 Council Member Addabbo.

         17                 COUNCIL MEMBER ADDABBO: Yes.

         18                 COUNCIL CLERK: Seabrook.

         19                 COUNCIL MEMBER SEABROOK: Gonzalez.

         20                 COUNCIL CLERK: Gonzalez.

         21                 COUNCIL MEMBER GONZALEZ: Yes.

         22                 COUNCIL CLERK: Gallagher.

         23                 COUNCIL MEMBER GALLAGHER: Aye.

         24                 COUNCIL CLERK: By a vote of four in

         25  the affirmative, zero in the negative and no
