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Title: An Act relating to providing accidental and

special accidental death benefits and health insurance coverage to the registered domestic partner of deceased members of the uniformed force of the New York city fire department who died in the line of duty on August twenty- eighth, two thousand one.

Sponsor:    By Request of The Mayor

Summary of Legislation: This bill would expand the coverage for certain pension death benefits payable to one uniformed member of the New York City Fire Department who died in the line of on August 28, 2001. Specifically, the bill would amend the definition of “widow”, “widower” and “surviving spouse”, contained in sections 12-126 and 13-347 of the Administrative Code and section 208-f of the General Municipal Law, to include such members “domestic partner” as defined on section 1-112 of the Administrative Code. In addition medical benefits provided by the City to a surviving spouse would now be extended to include this one domestic partner.              

Effective Date: This bill shall take effect immediately and shall be deemed to have been in full force and effect on and after August 28, 2001.
