SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. 1456-A would extend the exemptions to current awning requirements for installations existing prior to February 9, 2025, for three years. The bill would also require the Department of Buildings (DOB) and the Department of Small Business Services (SBS) to conduct annual outreach. Such outreach shall include multilingual educational materials and guidance on zoning and building code requirements, information on when permits or licensed sign hangers are needed, and details regarding the penalties for non-compliance.
