	Title: An act to amend the general municipal law, in relation to the payment of salary of certain peace officers.

	Summary of Legislation:  This legislation adds a new Section 207-r of the General Municipal Law that codifies an existing contractual agreement to provide a leave of absence with pay, not to exceed eighteen months and with no charge against leave credits, for New York City School Safety Agents (SSA’s) who become disabled due to an assault rising out of and in the course of employment. In addition, Section 207-r would codify an existing contractual agreement that allows SSA’s to receive the difference between their weekly salary and their workers’ compensation wage benefit without any charge against their annual or sick leave if the disablement is deemed a result of an assault rising out of in the course of employment. Further, Section 207-r provides determination for whether an injury sustained in the performance of duty was the result of an assault shall be made by the Office of Administrative Trials and Hearings of the City of New York, a neutral body. (Current procedure authorizes the New York City Police Department (NYPD) to determine whether an injury sustained in the performance of duty was the result of an assault, and it has been the NYPD’s practice to summarily dismiss such claims.)          

	Effective Date:  This legislation shall take effect on the thirtieth day after it shall have become a law.
