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          1  LANDMARKS, PUBLIC SITING AND MARITIME USES

          2                 CHAIRPERSON LAPPIN: Good morning. We

          3  are reopening the December 5th meeting of the

          4  Subcommittee on Landmarks, Public Siting and

          5  Maritime Uses.  I am Jessica Lappin, the Chair.

          6  We're joined today by Council Member Michael McMahon

          7  of Staten Island, Council Member Jimmy Oddo of

          8  Staten Island, Council Member Rosie Mendez of

          9  Manhattan, Council Member Robert Jackson of

         10  Manhattan, Chair of the Land Use Committee, Council

         11  Member Melinda Katz from Queens, Council Member

         12  Maria del Carmen Arroyo from the Bronx, Council

         13  Member Tony Avella from Queens, Council Member

         14  Annabel Palma from the Bronx, Council Member Miguel

         15  Martinez from Manhattan, and Council Member Larry

         16  Seabrook from the Bronx, and Council Member David

         17  Yassky from Brooklyn.

         18                 There is one item that is on the

         19  agenda today, that is the Mott Haven School Campus

         20  in the Bronx, in Region 9, which is in Council

         21  Member Maria del Carmen Arroyo's district. We had an

         22  almost three-hour hearing on this item a couple of

         23  days ago that was I thought very productive, and we

         24  heard passionately from both sides. There were a

         25  number of issues that were raised at the hearing
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          2  involving environmental remediation, traffic and

          3  public safety that are significant and important

          4  issues that are yet to be resolved, and the Council

          5  and the local member are very much committed to

          6  working with the Administration as they are

          7  committed to working with the Council to address

          8  those issues.

          9                 So, at this point, the Administration

         10  is withdrawing the application for this item, but

         11  reserving the right to resubmit it and negotiations

         12  and discussions will be ongoing and continuing.

         13                 I'm going to read the paragraph into

         14  the record, the letter that the SCA submitted to the

         15  Council to Speaker Quinn.

         16                 "The New York City School

         17  Construction Authority is hereby withdrawing from

         18  consideration by the Mayor and the City Council the

         19  site plan submitted on November 16th, 2006 for the

         20  proposed Mott Haven School Campus in the Borough of

         21  the Bronx.

         22                 However, the SCA reserves the right

         23  to resubmit this site plan to the Mayor and Council

         24  for consideration at a later date."

         25                 And we'll be voting on a motion to
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          2  file, and I ask Counsel to call the roll.

          3                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Chair Lappin.

          4                 CHAIRPERSON LAPPIN: Well, actually,

          5  before we do that, is there any discussion on this

          6  item? Any discussion?

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER KATZ: I would like to.

          8                 CHAIRPERSON LAPPIN: Council Member

          9  Katz.

         10                 COUNCIL MEMBER KATZ: I'll speak here

         11  as opposed to the full Committee on Land Use. I just

         12  want to reiterate what the Chair said about the

         13  information also that we are still expecting to

         14  receive from the Department of Education on so many

         15  of the issues, including the site, the traffic

         16  concerns and all the other issues that you

         17  mentioned.

         18                 We're also awaiting information from

         19  the Department of Education regarding the zoning of

         20  the junior high school high school building. There

         21  is a six through 12 there, and we understand that

         22  two high school seats are going to be Citywide, but

         23  six through 12, they didn't have the answer

         24  yesterday, so we're still awaiting those answers, if

         25  we do continue in these discussions. But I thank the
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          2  Chair for her time.

          3                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Chair Lappin.

          4                 CHAIRPERSON LAPPIN: Aye.

          5                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Council Member

          6  Martinez.

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER MARTINEZ: Aye.

          8                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Council Member

          9  Palma.

         10                 COUNCIL MEMBER PALMA: Aye.

         11                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Arroyo.

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER ARROYO: Aye.

         13                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Council Member

         14  Mendez.

         15                 COUNCIL MEMBER MENDEZ: Aye.

         16                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Council Member

         17  Oddo.

         18                 COUNCIL MEMBER ODDO: Yes.

         19                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: The vote stands

         20  at six in the affirmative, none in the negative and

         21  no abstentions. The item passes to the full Land Use

         22  Committee.

         23                 CHAIRPERSON LAPPIN: And we'll leave

         24  the vote open until the full Land Use Committee

         25  adjourns.
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          2                 COUNCIL MEMBER McMAHON: Madam

          3  Chairwoman, I vote aye on the Landmarks matter.

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER KATZ: Council Member

          5  Liu on the Subcommittee and the Land Use Committee.

          6                 COUNCIL MEMBER LIU: In the matter

          7  before the Land Use Committee, Landmarks

          8  Subcommittee, I vote yes.
