	Title: To amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the inspection of water tanks used for the purpose of storing and distributing drinking water.

	Summary of Legislation:   This legislation would amend chapter 1 of the title 17 of the Administrative Code by adding a new section 17-194 entitled “Drinking water tank inspections.”  This section would require any owner of a building that has a water tank as part of its drinking water supply system to have the water tank inspected at least annually.  The legislation would require a building owner to maintain records of such inspection for at least 5 years from the date of inspection and make them available to the DOHMH, upon request, within 5 business days.  A building owner would be required to post a notice in a conspicuous location that is easily accessible to tenants stating that the inspection results are available upon request and that a person may contact DOHMH if the results are not made available within 5 business days.  The proposed legislation would require the DOHMH to submit a report to the Council each year for three years with information on water tank inspections. Finally, the proposed legislation would require that the civil penalty imposed for violating § 17-194(b) would be at least $200, but not more than $2,000 and the penalty for violating § 17-194(c) would be no more than $250.  


	Effective Date: This legislation would take effect ninety days after enactment.
