Justification
With all of the construction jobs done across New York City an unbelievable amount of concrete is wasted. There are ways to recycle concrete, but the city does not fully take advantage of those technologies.
This legislation would require the Department of Design and Construction and the Department of Transportation to conduct a pilot program to study increasing the minimum percentage of Reclaimed Asphalt Pavement, or RAP, used in asphaltic concrete and to provide a report on the results of such study.
There are disadvantages to recycled concrete, but without a pilot program to study it we will not know where and when we could use it best.
For these reasons, I urge my colleagues to support this legislation.
