And whereas that night,
M ss Washington’s four train was conprised of 10
cars in two segnments, each half |ocked and seal ed
off fromthe another. Wen the young wonan broke
away from her assailant and junped back into the
train; the front half of the train and M ss
Washi ngton swiftly shut the doors to that segnent
to protect the passenger fromthe nonster outside.
Wien the relentless attacker noved to board the
adj acent car, M ss Washington noved quickly to
cl ose the rear doors hoping to lock himin the back
of her train until the police could get him Wth
a split second difference in timng, the assail ant
ended | ocked out of the train altogether, then ran

to confront M ss Washi ngton face-to-face, cursing

at her. Although the man vani shed before the
police could arrive, her quick thinking actions
halted this man’s sexual assault and prevented the
young wonman from possi bly being raped.

People may renenber that two years ago, we
did a B2 mandate, which nmeans all heating oil in
New York City had to contain at |east two percent
vegetable oil, and that’s what makes it bioheat.

W did that in conbination with several other
measures to clean the air and the results of what
we did and when it was last year’s... last year was
the first heating season we had all the oil in New
York City at the B2 |level and we did that with a
coupl e of other neasures and all of the results we
got fromthat were really, really terrific. W
have a huge reduction in the fine particulate
matter of many hundreds of tons, which is 73
percent of what we wanted to acconplish, all the

| evel s of the very harnful pollutants that really
hurt people. | won’t go into the sane |evel of
detail that | did at the Pre-stated Press
Conference, but the B2 law that we did two years
ago in last heating season has been a clean air
bonanza for the city that has been really, really
terrific. So now we’ll talk about what we’ re doing
t oday, which follows forward, as the Speaker said,

with what we’ ve done before. So Intro 1047-A is
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going to take the B2 level, which is set in all of
New York City buildings. W’re going to take city
governnment buil dings and we’re going to raise them
to B5 because that’s going to be a prelude for the
entire city going to B5, and we’'re also doing a
pil ot project where at |east five percent of city
buildings will have to go to 10 percent bi odiese
in the heating oil, what we call B10. So and then
as a further prelude to kind of set the stage for
the entire city, going to B5 fromwhere it is now
at B2, we're doing a study that the Ofice of Long-
Term Pl anni ng and Sustainability will have to do
and that will... and then they will have to nake a
recommendat i on whet her and when we go to B5 in the
entire city, which I"'msure they' Il find it will be
prudent to do.

1093-A, which has been introduced
by Council Menber Levin; it’s requiring to the
usage of tenporary flood control and response
devi ces be renoved fromthe adm nistrative code.
