Justification
New York City has thousands of miles of road and hundreds of food truck operators; these trucks often get left on the street while still carrying their gas and oil heat suppliers and systems. 
This legislation would prohibit the parking of commercial vehicles owned or operated by gas or oil heat suppliers, gas or oil heat systems maintenance companies or any public utility in residential streets overnight between the hours of 9:00PM and 5:00AM.
By banning these types of vehicles from parking overnight on residential streets we will improve the safety and wellbeing of our neighborhoods.
For these reasons, I urge my colleagues to support this legislation.
