SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. 1460 would require the New York City Police Department to adopt a written policy regarding access to encrypted radio channels.  This bill would require such policy to meet standards related to the protection of sensitive information and real-time access to encrypted radio for professional journalists and emergency service organizations, as well as time-delayed access to communications for the general public.

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: It is estimated that there would be no impact on expenditures resulting from the enactment of this legislation, as NYPD would use existing resources to fulfill its requirements. OMB’s estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s expenditures is consistent with the Council’s estimate. Depending on implementation, NYPD could require approximately $3.5 million in capital funding for radios and encryption.
