
MEMORANDUM IN SUPPORT

TITLE:     A LOCAL LAW to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the enhanced 911 emergency telephone system surcharge
SUMMARY OF PROVISIONS:
The bill amends several provisions of the Administrative Code to conform those provisions to provisions of the County Law that authorize the City of New York to impose a surcharge on the customers of telephone service suppliers and voice over internet protocol service suppliers in order to fund an enhanced 911 emergency telephone system.  
REASONS FOR SUPPORT:
Section 303 of the County Law authorizes municipalities, including the City, to adopt local laws to impose a surcharge on the customers of every service supplier within the City to pay for the costs associated with obtaining, operating and maintaining the telecommunication equipment and telephone services needed to provide an enhanced 911 emergency telephone system to serve the City.  The City adopted such a law in 1991.
The County Law has been amended since its original enactment, including by expanding the definition of “service supplier” to include “voice over internet protocol” service suppliers.  This bill makes amendments necessary to conform the Administrative Code to the County Law.  

Accordingly, the Mayor urges the earliest possible favorable consideration of this legislation.
