 A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring the department of housing preservation and development to provide annual lists of open housing maintenance code violations to multiple dwelling occupants and tenants

Submitted by:

Justification:
Many New Yorkers live in multiple dwellings with open housing maintenance code violations that may impact their health and safety, including but not limited to issues related to heat and hot water, mold, pests, and building safety. Currently, the Department of Housing Preservation and Development (HPD) maintains records of housing maintenance code violations and makes this information available through online systems. However, many tenants are unaware of these resources or face barriers to accessing them, limiting their ability to understand and address unresolved conditions in their homes.
As such, this legislation requires HPD to annually compile and distribute by mail to tenants and occupants of each dwelling unit in a multiple dwelling a list of all unresolved housing maintenance code violations in a building, along with brief descriptions of each violation. By increasing transparency and proactively informing tenants of open violations, this bill would strengthen tenant awareness, promote accountability, and support safe and habitable housing conditions citywide.
