	Summary of Legislation: This legislation would charge with a class A misdemeanor, anyone found guilty of serial acts of public lewdness. Serial Public Lewdness would  be defined under this legislation as the exposure of any private or intimate body parts in a lewd manner or the commission of any other act in a public place or in a private premises under circumstances in which someone may be readily observed from either a public place or from other private premises, and with intent the he or she be observed. The commission of such an act must occur two or more times within a period of three years in order to meet the requirements set forth in this legislation.

	Effective Date: This local law would take effect 30 days after its enactment into law.
