	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring the department of transportation to provide online access to parking restriction information for each city block.

	Summary of Legislation: This bill would amend chapter one of title 19 of the Administrative Code by adding a new section 19-175.1 to require that the Department of Transportation (the “Department”) make available on its website information regarding parking restrictions implemented by the Department in the City that would be searchable by each city block.  It would also require that the Department immediately update the website whenever there is a change in parking restrictions, whether temporary or permanent. Lastly, it would require that no fee be charged for use of the Department’s website which contains the parking restrictions information required by this legislation. In addition, the Department would be required to place a notice on such website advising members of the public to check posted street signs for compliance with laws and rules. 



	Effective Date: This legislation would take effect on September 1, 2009.
