Summary of Legislation: 
This local law would amend to the administrative code of the City of New York in relation to prohibiting the operation of school buses with passengers standing.   However, if the driver of the bus determines that the failure to transport any child who is entitled to transportation will result in a student being left without adult supervision, it is permissible to allow one or more children to stand on the bus. 

Effective Date: This local law would take effect on October 1, 2000.

Impact on Revenues: Even though this legislation allows for fines not to exceed $100 for violations, it is not expected to generate a significant amount of revenue.

Impact on Expenditures: It is not immediately known whether this legislation will have an impact on the bidding process if the Board determines there is a need for additional bus service. However, if contract costs for bus service are higher, it should not exceed five percent of total $400 million in contracts or an additional $20 million.  Also, the Board of Education has determined that an additional $2.5 million over fiscal years 2000 and 2001 would be needed to survey school buses and enhance services.  This funding includes the cost of two confidential inspectors, non-recurring technology development, and system support.
