This bill would require the Department of Sanitation (“DSNY”) to distribute official New York City waste bins to owners of residential buildings that have up to 9 dwelling units and are required to set out residential waste in containers pursuant to DSNY rules. This bill would also require DSNY to establish a one-year program to reimburse any such owner who purchased official New York City waste bins prior to the effective date of this local law.
