Title:
A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to lobbyist registration fees and certain city clerk fees



Sponsor:
Council Member Weprin, by request of the Mayor

Summary of Legislation: This bill amends several sections of the New York City Administrative Code relating to lobbyist fees, and certain city clerk fees.  The annual registration fee of each lobbyist will be one hundred fifty dollars, with an additional fee of up to fifty dollars for each additional client.  Fees for filing of all other paper in the city clerk’s office will increase to nine dollars; the fee for the certificate of appointment of a commissioner of deeds will increase to fifty cents, and the fees for a certified extract from any marriage record file in the city clerk’s office will increase to ten dollars. Fees for filing of a marriage certificates registration will go from five to ten dollars and certification fees for marriage status to be used by an applicant in foreign jurisdictions will increase to fifteen dollars. 

Effective Date: This local law would take effect on July 1, 2003.
