A Local Law in relation to accessory sign violations and waiving penalties and fees for signs that are accessory to a use on the same zoning lot

This bill would amend Local Law number 28 of 2019 to extend the existing two-year moratorium on the issuance of accessory sign violations until September 1, 2022. The proposed legislation would also amend Local Law number 28’s temporary 75% waiver of work without a permit fees issued to a 100% waiver of all such fees.
