A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York and the New York city building code, in relation to the creation of an inland flood hazard area map, climate adaptation planning, and resilient construction for inland areas

This bill would require the Office of Long-Term Planning and Sustainability to create an inland flood hazard area map to determine which areas outside of the federally designated coastal flood areas are most vulnerable to extreme rainfall and stormwater flooding. This bill would also amend Appendix G of the Building Code to require that new or substantially altered buildings in the inland flood hazard area be built to the standards that apply to some federal special flood hazard areas.
