	Summary of Legislation: This bill would amend subdivision (e) of section 16-120 of the Administrative Code to change the term open mesh basket to public litter basket. It would also amend subdivision (f) of section 16-120 of the Administrative Code to increase penalties for a violation of paragraph (e) to $100-$300 for a first offense, $250-$350 for a second offense within any twelve-month period and $350-$450 for a third or subsequent violation within any twelve-month period. Lastly, this bill would create a rebuttable presumption that the person whose name or other identifying information is found on the commercial or household waste deposited it in the public litter basket is responsible for it.
 

	Effective Date: This local law shall take effect thirty days after it is enacted.
