Justification:
Fence installations and alterations on bridges can significantly affect neighborhood character, views, pedestrian experience, and community access. Currently, local elected officials and community boards often receive limited notice and no visual information prior to the start of such projects, restricting meaningful review and community awareness.
By requiring advance notification that includes visual representations of proposed fence installations or alterations, this bill promotes transparency, improves coordination with local officials, and ensures that communities are informed about infrastructure changes that impact their neighborhoods.
