	Title: An act to amend the vehicle and traffic law and the

State finance law, in relation to the imposition of a mandatory surcharge on speeding violations committed within a work zone and the creation of a photo radar monitoring enforcement demonstration program

	Summary of Legislation: This bill would authorize the City of New York to establish a photo radar demonstration program to assist in the enforcement of maximum speed limits in highway construction or maintenance work areas. The 

photo radar technology will only record images of the vehicle violating the posted speed limit, not recording  images of the driver or surrounding traffic conditions or activities. In addition, a maximum of 50 select work zones would include photo radar monitoring devices to detect and record motor vehicles that are traveling in excess of the maximum posted speed limit.                        

	Effective Date:  This legislation shall take effect the 180th day after enactment.

	Impact on Revenues / Expenditures:  There is an impact on revenue in that all convicted drivers shall be assessed a surcharge of $50 in addition to any other sentence, fine or penalty determined by the appropriate administrative tribunal or court. Twenty- five dollars of the surcharge shall be paid to the treasury of the City of New York to support the installation and operation of the photo radar devices. The other twenty-five will be paid to a state Highway Construction and Maintenance zone safety program for technology research and education. Since this is a demonstration program the revenue generated would be only enough to cover the expenses for this program.    



	Impact on Expenditures: Following an initial appropriation to purchase the first photo radar monitoring devices, the ongoing program will become self- funded through surcharge funds it generates.
