I. INTRODUCTION

On June 13 2024, the Committee on Economic Development, chaired by Majority Leader Amanda Farías, will hear several pieces of legislation: (i) Introduction Number164 (“Int. No. 164”) sponsored by Council Member Farías, in relation to a study on the feasibility of establishing a commercial and residential linkage fee; (ii) Introduction Number 165 (“Int. No. 165”) sponsored by Council Member Farías, in relation to a study on the feasibility of establishing a commercial and residential linkage fee; (iii) Introduction Number 810 (“Int. No. 810”), sponsored by Council Member Farías, in relation to the development of a public housing entrepreneurship and commercial popup program; (iv) Introduction Number 844 (“Int. No. 844”) sponsored by Council Member Riley, in relation to the inclusion of micro-grants in the public housing entrepreneurship and commercial pop up program; (v) Introduction Number 860  (“Int. No. 860”), sponsored by Council Member Avilés,  in relation to requiring certain contracted entities to make public job training and employment data collected pursuant to projects in excess of $150,000; (viii) Introduction Number 861, sponsored by Council Member Avilés, in relation to requiring disclosure of community benefit agreements in the annual report by certain contracted entities and; (vii) Resolution Number 77 (“Res. No. 77”), sponsored by Council member Farías,  calling on the New York State Legislature to pass, and the Governor to sign, legislation that would create a linkage fee for large scale residential or commercial projects, and create a trust that would receive this fee to fund job training, education and employment programs.  The Committee seeks to hear testimony from the New York City Economic Development Corporation (“NYCEDC”), advocates and interested members of the public.
II. BACKGROUND
New York City Economic Development Corporation
The NYCEDC is a not-for-profit corporation that contracts with the city of New York to oversee and administer a variety of city-sponsored economic development programs. The current formation of the NYCEDC was created in 2012 through a merger of the New York City Economic Growth Corporation and the former New York City Economic Development Corporation.[footnoteRef:1]  The original NYCEDC was created through a 1991 merger of two other City-created, not-for-profit economic development corporations, the New York City Public Development Corporation, formed in 1966, and the Financial Services Corporation of New York City, formed in 1979.[footnoteRef:2]   [1:  See NEW YORK CITY ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION, NYCEDC History, https://www.nycedc.com/about-nycedc/history ]  [2:  See id.] 

Today, NYCEDC is comprised of 27 board members. Seven are appointed directly by the Mayor, one of which is appointed after consultation with the New York City Partnership, Inc. Ten are appointed by the Mayor upon nomination, five of which by the Speaker of the City Council and five by the Borough Presidents. Ten are appointed by the Chair of NYCEDC (who is appointed by the Mayor) from a list of nominees approved by the Mayor.[footnoteRef:3]  [3:  See New York City Economic Development Corporation (NYCEDC), New York City Economic Development Corporation Board Structure, available at http://www.nycedc.com/sites/default/files/filemanager/Compliance/EDC/New_York_City_Economic_Development_Corporation_Board_Structure_.pdf] 

Operating under contract with the City of New York, the NYCEDC is the City’s primary engine for economic development, as it facilitates investments that aim to increase capacity, jobs, and employment opportunities within the City.[footnoteRef:4]  To carry out its economic development responsibilities, NYCEDC “invests in major infrastructure upgrades, capital projects and real estate development; manages City-owned properties and works to enhance the City’s major business sectors.”[footnoteRef:5]   [4:   See New York City Mayor’s Preliminary Management Report (January 2020) at 249, available at https://www1.nyc.gov/assets/operations/downloads/pdf/pmmr2020/2020_pmmr.pdf]  [5:  Id.] 

	To improve transparency of NYCEDC, in December 2017 the City Council passed a package of three bills that expands the Council’s oversight.[footnoteRef:6]  Local Law 220 of 2017 mandates that the NYCEDC provide fiscal impact statements and job creation estimates for all of their projects that receive financial assistance.[footnoteRef:7]  Local Law 221 of 2017 requires the NYCEDC to provide details of efforts to recover funds from NYCEDC-contracted entities that are failing to meet project goals.[footnoteRef:8]  Finally, Local Law 222 of 2017 requires that NYCEDC submit a project description and budget for covered economic projects to the City Council Speaker for review and comment at least 30 days before holding a public hearing on the project or, for projects which do not require a public hearing, before the project agreement is executed.[footnoteRef:9] Recently, the New York City Council passed Introduction Number 134-A, which requires NYCEDC to submit an annual report to certain elected officials, including the Speaker of the New York City Council, on the progress of the JFK redevelopment plan and related community benefits package. III. 	LEGISLATIVE ANALYSIS 
Int. No. 164
This bill would require the Department of Small Business Services or NYCEDC to produce community impact reports analyzing the projected quantitative and qualitative effects of proposed subsidized economic development projects. Such reports would need to include a description of each project, funding sources and amounts, estimates of jobs and housing to be created, and demographic information on residents and businesses expected to be displaced. The reports would be submitted to the City Council 30 days before project approval. The bill would take effect 120 days after enactment. 
Int. No. 165
This bill would require the mayor to designate an office or agency to study the feasibility of establishing a linkage fee that developers would pay for any residential or commercial construction project over 100,000 square feet. The fees would be used for local job training and the establishment of community trusts for the benefit of communities within a 2-mile radius of the job site. The study would include an estimate of potential revenue; analyze impacts on development; provide data on employment and salaries by borough; assess where future projects may occur; and discuss how the fee revenue could be utilized. A report on the findings would be submitted to the Mayor and Speaker, and posted online within one year. The bill would take effect immediately. 
Int. No. 810
This bill would require the NYCEDC to create a public housing entrepreneurship program to support NYCHA residents in starting and growing businesses. The program would provide mentorship, resources and financing opportunities to NYCHA residents. NYCEDC would also produce a feasibility report on using vacant NYCHA retail spaces to host temporary "pop up" shops run by resident entrepreneurs. The report would need to include recommendations on incorporating the pop up shops into the entrepreneurship program and be submitted to the Mayor and Speaker and posted online within one year. The bill would take effect immediately. 
Int. No. 844
This bill would alter the contract between the City and NYCEDC by requiring NYCEDC to offer micro-grants up to $10,000, where appropriate, to establish, expand or grow businesses as part of the  public housing entrepreneurship program, which would be established upon passing Int. No. 810. This bill would take effect at the same time as the local law establishing the public housing entrepreneurship program.
Int. No. 860 
This bill would expand upon the job data that NYCEDC must report for projects it supports over $150,000. In addition to the current data on job retention and creation, NYCEDC would report on: the hiring source for any filled positions; retention data for jobs created or retained; a summary of community engagement efforts to promote local hiring; and details on any job training opportunities created, including the number of city residents participating disaggregated by zip code, the type of training provided, and the number of residents offered jobs after training with a breakdown by full-time, part-time, seasonal, temporary and union/non-union positions. The bill would take effect immediately. 
Int. No. 861 
This bill would require NYCEDC to include information on any of its community benefit agreements in its annual reports to the city. For each agreement signed that year, the reports would disclose the date of execution, the parties involved, the associated economic development project, and a summary of key provisions regarding jobs, affordable housing and other community benefits. The bill would add definitions for "community benefit agreement," "community benefit organization," and "sponsored project" to clarify the reporting requirements. The bill would take effect immediately upon enactment. 
Res. No. 77 
This resolution calls on the state legislature and governor to enact a law imposing a linkage fee on residential or commercial developments over 100,000 square feet to fund local job training and employment programs. The fees would be paid into a new trust overseen by appointees of the City Council, the Mayor and a designated city agency. The trust would award the funds to support programs benefitting communities within a 2-mile radius of the development site.

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:
Section 1. Paragraph a of subdivision 1 of section 1301 of the New York city charter, as added by local law number 61 for the year 1991, is amended to read as follows:
a. to establish business, industrial and commercial policies, programs and projects which affect the business, industrial, commercial or economic well-being, development, growth and expansion of the economic life of the city and to examine the impact on communities for which an economic development project is proposed;
§ 2. Title 22 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended by adding a new chapter 13 to read as follows:
CHAPTER 13
COMMUNITY IMPACT REPORTS
§ 22-1301 Definitions. a. For the purposes of this chapter, the following terms have the following meanings:
      	Department. The term “department” means the department of small business services.
      	City economic development entity. The term “city economic development entity” means a not-for-profit corporation of which a majority of its members are appointed by the mayor and that is under contract with the department to provide or administer economic development benefits on behalf of the city and expend city capital appropriations in connection therewith.
      	Economic development benefit. The term “economic development benefit” means the sale or lease of city-owned land or the provision or administration of financial assistance by the city economic development entity to a person or entity for the purpose of job creation, retention, growth or other economic development project. The term “economic development benefit” shall not include: (i) the sale or lease of city-owned property or the provision of financial assistance  in connection with contracts or other agreements for the provision of social services; (ii) as-of-right assistance, tax abatements or benefits, such as those under the Industrial and Commercial Abatement Program, the J-51 Program, and other similar programs; (iii) projects for affordable housing where such affordable housing units shall be affordable to individuals earning less than 120 percent of area median income and where any market rate housing units created within such project comprise no more than 30 percent of all units created within such project; or (iv) projects that include less than 25,000 square feet of gross commercial space.
Economic development project. The term “economic development project” means a project undertaken by a person or entity that receives an economic development benefit for such project.
     	Financial assistance. The term “financial assistance” means the provision of more than $150,000 in cash payments or grants, bond financing, tax abatements or exemptions (including, but not limited to, abatements or exemptions from real property, mortgage recording, sales and use taxes, or the difference between any payments in lieu of taxes and the amount of real property or other taxes that would have been due if the property were not exempted from the payment of such taxes), tax increment financing, filing fee waivers, energy cost reductions, environmental remediation costs, write-downs in the market value of building, land, or leases, or the cost of capital improvements undertaken for the benefit of a project subject to a project agreement. The term “financial assistance” includes only discretionary assistance that is negotiated or awarded by the city or by a city economic development entity, and does not include as-of-right assistance, tax abatements or benefits, such as those under the Industrial and Commercial Abatement Program, the J-51 Program, and other similar programs. Any tax abatement, credit, reduction or exemption that is given to all persons who meet criteria set forth in the state or local legislation authorizing such tax abatement, credit, reduction or exemption is deemed to be as-of-right (or non-discretionary); further, the fact that any such tax abatement, credit, reduction or exemption is limited solely by the availability of funds to applicants on a first come, first served or other  non-discretionary basis set forth in such state or local law does not render such abatement, credit, reduction or exemption discretionary. Where assistance takes the form of leasing city property at below-market lease rates, the value of the assistance shall be determined based on the total difference between the lease rate and a fair market lease rate over the duration of the lease. Where assistance takes the form of loans or bond financing, the value of the assistance shall be determined based on the difference between the financing cost to a borrower and the cost to a similar borrower who does not receive financial assistance from the city or a city economic development entity.
§ 22-1302 Community impact reports. a. For each economic development project, the department shall prepare or cause to be prepared a community impact report that describes and assesses certain economic and social data related to the proposed economic development project and the community in which it will be located, along with the following:
1. A general, functional description of the proposed project; its prospective location; its initial owner, operator or manager; existing number of employees; whether the project is a new or continuing endeavor; a full description of the funding source benefit or program name, dollar amount or equivalent along with the term of all economic development benefits being contemplated including a list of as-of-right business incentive program benefits provided by the city;
2. Information on whether the economic development project would be located in a highly distressed area as defined under subdivision (18) of section 854 of the general municipal law with a listing of such qualifying characteristics. Where a project would be  located in a highly distressed area, the community impact report shall  describe the impact, if any, the proposed project is projected to  have on (i) alleviating unemployment; (ii) spurring private or public investment in employment, housing or educational opportunities for residents; (iii) increasing wages or other employment compensation, such as health benefits, of other businesses in the distressed area; (iv) providing opportunities for training and skills development and improving employment opportunities for entry-level or low-skill workers; and (v) facilitating and supporting local entrepreneurial efforts;
3. Where a business will be created or moved to a prospective location in furtherance of the economic development project, a description of the current use of the prospective location;
4. Information regarding the estimated number of residential units to be directly created or renovated as a result of such project; proposed rents for such units; how such rents compare to current rents of unit types in closest similarity within the community district or districts within which such project will be located; and the estimated increase in rents to such units and other units within such community district or districts that may result from such project; 
5. Information regarding the estimated number of residents who will be displaced as a direct result of the project and as to such residents, a demographic profile compiled from non-confidential government and other data publicly available to include, but not be limited to, the racial, ethnic and gender composition of such residents; the estimated number of residents over 65 years of age and under 18 years of age; the estimated average individual and household income; the estimated number of residents receiving subsidized housing assistance from vouchers, grants or other program; the number of any rent regulated units in an existing building at risk of elimination; and such other  information determined by the department to be appropriate;
6. The estimated number of businesses that will be displaced as a direct result of the project; the estimated number of full-time employees and part-time employees to be displaced; the business type classification as commercial, industrial or retail and to the extent reasonably available from non-confidential government data, the percentage representation, average gross floor area and the final actual assessed total value of the business properties to be displaced;
7. The estimated number of permanent and seasonal full-time jobs to be directly created by such project; the method by which the estimate was derived; and the aggregation of such jobs by business sector including, but not limited to, construction, retail, professional services, financial services, tourism and hospitality, information and technology, and building services and the method by which each such estimate was derived;
8. The estimated number of permanent full-time jobs to be indirectly created by such project and the method by which such estimate was derived;
9. The estimated percentage of employees in each category set forth in paragraphs 7 and 8 of this subdivision, respectively, whom it is estimated will earn up $35,000 per year; the percentage of employees who it is estimated will earn more than $35,000 per year and up to $50,000 per year; and the percentage of employees who it is estimated will earn more than $50,000 per year; and for those employees who are not salaried but are paid based upon an hourly wage, the percentage of employees in each such category, respectively, who it is estimated will be paid an hourly wage between the minimum wage and $20 per hour, above $20 per hour,  and up to $25 per hour;
10. Information on whether the project will utilize local job recruitment programs and the number of jobs which may be filled by such programs;
11. The estimated number of persons in each category set forth in paragraphs 7 and 8 of this subdivision, respectively, whom it is estimated will receive employer provided health benefits; and
12. A statement as to the sources and computational methodology of all information relied upon to produce the estimates and data required by this subdivision.
b. A community impact report shall be submitted to the council at least 30 days prior to the approval by the city or the economic development entity of the proposed economic development benefit and related project.  Each report shall also be made available on the website of the economic development entity or on the city’s website.
§ 3. This local law takes effect 120 days after it becomes law.

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:

Section 1. a. Definitions. For the purposes of this local law, the following terms have the following meanings:
Job creation. The term “job creation” means job training for workers to be qualified to be employed at a project site.
Job contribution. The term “job contribution” means money paid into a trust for the benefit of persons residing within a 2 mile radius of the job site, within the borough in which the job site is located.
Linkage fee. The term “linkage fee” means a fee based on the square footage of a project, in excess of 100,000 square feet, that would be paid into a trust fund for job creation or job contribution. 
Project. The term “project” means any new commercial or residential construction. 
b. Feasibility study. An office or agency designated by the mayor, in collaboration with the department of consumer and worker protection, the department of city planning, the department of housing preservation and development, the department of buildings, the economic development corporation, and any other office or agency, shall study and report on the feasibility of establishing a linkage fee. No later than one year after the effective date of this local law, the office or agency designated shall submit to the mayor and the speaker of the council and shall post conspicuously on the department’s website a report on the findings of this study. Such report shall include:
1. An estimate of funding required for the implementation of a linkage fee program;
2. An estimate of the potential annual revenue if a linkage fee were adopted; 
3. An analysis of the maximum allowable linkage fee that would not negatively impact development;
4. An estimate of the current unemployment rate disaggregated by borough;
5. An estimate of worker households by borough;
6. An estimate of employment density by borough;
7. An estimate of the range, mean and median salaries, and associated household incomes by borough
8. An analysis of where projects have been started in the last five years;
9. An analysis of where projects may occur within the next five years; 
10. An estimate of the number of workers that would be needed to meet the labor demand of the projects estimated by paragraph 9 of this subdivision, disaggregated by borough;
11. An analysis of the feasibility of a linkage fee program in the city of New York;
12. A discussion of how potential future revenue from a linkage fee could be utilized; and
13. Any other information relevant to assessing the feasibility of a linkage fee. 
§ 2. This local law takes effect immediately.

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:
      
Section 1. Section 22-821 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended by adding new definitions of “public housing commercial pop up,” “public housing entrepreneurship program,” and “public housing vacant space” in alphabetical order to read as follows:
Public housing commercial pop up. The term “public housing commercial pop up” means a business owned by one or more public housing residents that temporarily occupies public housing vacant space for the purpose of conducting a retail business.   
Public housing entrepreneurship program. The term “public housing entrepreneurship program” means a business incubator program supporting public housing residents start or grow their business through mentorship, access to resources, and financing opportunities.  
Public housing vacant space. The term “public housing vacant space” means unoccupied retail space owned by the New York city housing authority that could reasonably be used for a commercial pop up. 
§ 2. Subchapter 2 of chapter 8 of title 22 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended by adding a new section 22-827 to read as follows:
§ 22-827 Public housing entrepreneurship program. a. In each covered contract with a contracted entity executed on or after the effective date of this section, the commissioner shall require such contracted entity to create and maintain a public housing entrepreneurship program. Such contracted entity shall seek cooperation and assistance from the New York city housing authority in creating and maintaining such program.
b. Such contracted entity shall produce a report on the feasibility of using public housing vacant space to house public housing commercial pop ups. Such report shall also include recommendations on how the use of public housing vacant space for public housing commercial pop ups could be incorporated into the public housing entrepreneurship program. Such report shall be delivered to the mayor and speaker of the council and posted on the website of such contracted entity, or, if no such website is maintained, the commissioner shall post such report on the department’s website, within one year after the enactment of this section. Such contracted entity shall seek cooperation and assistance from the New York city housing authority in producing such report.
§ 3. This local law takes effect immediately.

In each covered contract with a contracted entity executed on or after the effective date of this section, the commissioner shall require such contracted entity to identify vacant space and, where feasible, utilize such space to host public housing commercial pop ups, and, where appropriate, issue micro-grants in support of some or all such pop ups.
§ 3. This local law takes effect at the same time as a local law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the development of a public housing entrepreneurship program.

Section 1. Subparagraph (h) of paragraph 2 of subdivision b of section 22-823 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended to read as follows:
(h) (1) The number of jobs that each person receiving assistance from such contracted entity is contractually obligated to retain and create over the duration of the project agreement or, in the case of a project agreement that contains annual job retention or creation requirements, the annual job retention or creation requirement for the reporting year;
(2) The base employment level such entity agrees to retain over the duration of the project agreement;
(3) Any job creation scheduled to take place as a result of such project, including a timeframe for hiring; [and]
(4) Where applicable, any job creation targets for the reporting year; 
(5) The hiring source for any positions filled, if applicable;
(6) Retention data for any jobs created or retained, if available;
(7) A summary of community engagement efforts undertaken to promote local hiring for the project; and
(8) The details of any job training opportunities created for such project, including (i) the number of city residents participating in training programs with aggregated zip code data from such residents to indicate where participants reside; (ii) the types of training opportunities made available, including skills taught and certifications provided; and (iii) the number of city residents offered employment after participating in training, disaggregated by full-time, part-time, seasonal and temporary positions and whether such positions are filled by union or non-union workers. 

§ 2. This local law takes effect immediately.

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring disclosure of community benefit agreements in the annual report by certain contracted entities.
..Body

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:

Section 1. Subdivision a of section 22-821 of the administrative code of the city of New York, as added by local law number 222 for the year 2017, is amended to add new definitions of "community benefit agreement," “community benefit organization,” and "sponsored project" in alphabetical order to read as follows:
Community benefit agreement. The term “community benefit agreement” means any written agreement between a contracted entity and a community benefit organization that details the provision of specific benefits to communities associated with such community benefit organization and impacted by a sponsored project.
Community benefit organization. The term “community benefit organization” means any nonprofit organization representing local residents or groups impacted by a sponsored project.
Sponsored project. The term “sponsored project” means any economic development project for which a contracted entity provides financial assistance.
§ 2. Subparagraph (o) of paragraph 2 of subdivision b of section 22-823 of the administrative code of the city of New York, as added by local law 222 for the year 2017, is amended, and a new subparagraph (p) is added to such paragraph, to read as follows:
(o) A statement of compliance indicating whether, during the reporting year, the contracted entity has reduced, cancelled or recaptured assistance provided to a person in connection with such project, and, if so, the total amount of such reductions, cancellations or recaptures, and any penalty assessed and the reasons therefor; and
(p) For each community benefit agreement entered into during the fiscal year: (1) the date such agreement was executed; (2) the parties to the agreement; (3) the project associated with such agreement; and (4) a summary of key terms regarding jobs, affordable housing, and other benefits provided to the community pursuant to the agreement.

Whereas, On June 22, 2023, the Center for New York City Affairs (CNYCA), a policy research institute at The New School, reported that 99 percent of the jobs lost during the pandemic have been recovered; and
Whereas, Not all of these jobs have returned to the same industries as before and there has been a notable shift in the type of industries that are experiencing growth; and
Whereas, According to CNYCA, some industries such as warehousing, delivery services, homecare, healthcare, and remote-work industries, like technology, finance and insurance, and professional services, have experienced job growth while industries like retail and jewelry have struggled to recover; and
Whereas, As the types of jobs available in New York City shift to new fields, the City will need to adapt to provide job seekers with the necessary skill sets and licenses to qualify for these new employment opportunities; and
Whereas, According to New York City Employment Training Coalition, the largest city-based workforce development association, New York City relies heavily on not-for-profit workforce development providers to connect New Yorkers to jobs, services and training to secure long-term employment; and
Whereas, New York State could help ensure that New Yorkers are equipped with the skills they need to succeed in these emerging industries; and 
Whereas, A linkage fee is a fee that is charged by the local government on certain real estate developments, with the purpose  of generating local funding to address the additional needs that arise, such as job training programs, as a result of such development; and 
Whereas, The New York State Legislature should pass legislation that would create a linkage fee to raise funds to offset the impacts of any residential or commercial construction that exceeds 100,000 square feet in a community; and
Whereas, This fee should be paid to a newly created trust that would be overseen by three trustees, an appointee by the Council, an appointee by the Mayor, and an appointee by the designated City office or agency of the mayor; and
Whereas, The trust should award its funds for the purposes of supporting job training, education and employment programs that would benefit the community living within a 2 mile radius of the job site; and
Whereas, This bill could be an important step to fostering inclusive growth and ensuring New York City residents benefit from economic development opportunities; now, therefore, be it
Resolved, That the Council of the City of New York calls upon the New York State Legislature to pass, and the Governor to sign, legislation that would create a linkage fee for large scale residential or commercial projects, and create a trust that would receive this fee to fund job training, education and employment programs.
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
