TITLE:
AN ACT to authorize the city of New York to temporarily discontinue certain park land in the county of New York.

BACKGROUND:

The proposed legislation would authorize New York City to temporarily discontinue the use of specified parklands for use in connection with the construction of the Second Avenue Subway line of the New York City Transit Authority. According to the proposed legislation, the Metropolitan Transportation Authority (“MTA”) shall restore the surface of the designated parkland when the subway line construction is complete. 

PROPOSED LEGISLATION:


Section 1 of the proposed legislation authorizes the city of New York to temporarily discontinue the relevant parkland and states that the MTA shall restore the land, including planting new trees, at the end of the construction project.


Section 2 states that the authorization shall only be effective upon the condition that at the time of the temporary discontinuance of the parkland, the city of New York shall acquire additional land and/or improve existing land of equal or greater fair market value of those parklands being temporarily discontinued by the legislation.   
Section 3 designates the land to be temporarily discontinued.
