	Title:   A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to discharges in certain designated bodies of water.

	Summary of Legislation:  This legislation would create a “no-discharge” of any vessel waste or sewage from any ship or steamer within the city of New York or adjacent to the city of New York within a distance of one thousand five hundred feet from shore.   
Commercial vessels, carrying passengers for hire, or serving primary as a residence that violate this bill would face a civil penalty of $500 to $1,000 for the first violation and $1,500 to $5,000 for each subsequent violation. Other vessels would face a civil penalty of not more than $500 for the first violation and $500 to $1,000 for each subsequent violation. All penalties may be recovered in a civil action brought in the name of the Commissioner of Sanitation and Commissioner of Environmental Protection or before the Environmental Control Board.  


	Effective Date: This law would take effect 90 days after its date of enactment.
