	Summary of Legislation: “This legislation would extend health insurance benefits to the surviving family members of the deceased employees of the Bureau of Wastewater Treatment of the Department of Environmental Protection who have died on or after January 8, 2009 and prior to January 10, 2009, as a natural and proximate result of an accident or injury sustained while in the performance of duty.  Benefits would be authorized for the spouse or domestic partner and children of the deceased.  The legislation would permit these benefits to the DEP worker who recently died in the line of duty.”


	Effective Date:  This local law would take effect immediately, and would be retroactive to and deemed to have been in full force and effect on and after January 8, 2009.
