	TITLE: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to outreach about fraudulent schemes committed by providers of immigration assistance services

SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. No. 205 would require the Department of Consumer and Worker Protection (DCWP) to conduct outreach and education about common fraudulent schemes and how to avoid them through specific media, including television, internet, radio, print, subway advertisements, and LinkNYC kiosks, as well through distribution of outreach materials in public places. The bill would also require DCWP to report annually on its outreach and education efforts.

IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is anticipated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation.  The Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB) estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenues is consistent with the Council’s estimate.


IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: It is anticipated that DCWP would have enough existing unfilled budgeted positions to implement this legislation.  This differs from OMB’s estimate regarding a need for additional personnel costs.  The Council assumes DCWP would require an additional $1 million related to the costs of continued development and production of educational materials, as well as ad placements in various mediums. The Council’s estimate conforms with OMB’s in this regard.
