SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. No. 1451-A would require the New York City Police Department (NYPD) to provide the Civilian Complaint Review Board (CCRB) with direct access to all footage recorded by officer body-worn cameras. This access would provide designated CCRB employees connectivity to network servers hosting digital files of body-worn camera footage, and permit such employees to search, view, and use files for the purpose of investigating and prosecuting allegations of police misconduct.

It is estimated that there would be no impact on personal services (PS) expenditures resulting from the enactment of this legislation, as NYPD would use existing resources to fulfill PS requirements. The Council’s estimate assumes that the existing staff that manages the NYPD’s body camera footage would be able to fulfill the requirements of this legislation.
