	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to maximizing the number of eligible New Yorkers enrolled in the federal food stamp program by distributing applications to emergency feeding programs throughout New York City.

	Summary of Legislation: This legislation would amend the administrative code for the purpose of maximizing the number of eligible New Yorkers enrolled in the federal food stamps program. This legislation will require the Commissioner of the City’s Human Resources Administration (HRA) to make arrangements for distributing applications for the federal Food Stamp Program at over 600 food pantries and soup kitchens that receive City funds. In addition, the legislation would require quarterly reports, starting in January 1, 2006, indicating which emergency feeding programs in the City received food stamp applications from HRA as well as the number of food stamp applications distributed at each City-funded anti-hunger program. 



	Effective Date:  This legislation would take effect ninety days after its enactment.
