In relation to a street name, Ed Rogowsky Way, Borough of Brooklyn

INTENT:




This legislation would add, through the 

posting of an additional sign, the name “Ed Rogowsky Way” on Sterling Place between 6th  Avenue and 7th Avenue.

COMMENT:

Edward T. Rogowsky was born on September 15, 1940 in the Bedford-Stuyvesant section of Brooklyn, New York.  He attended public schools in New York City and graduated from Midwood High School in 1956.  Mr. Rogowsky went on to earn a Bachelor of Arts degree from Brooklyn College in 1960, a Master’s degree from the University of Michigan and a Ph.D from Columbia University.  He taught on the college level until 1986 and was Professor Emeritus of Political Science/Urban Studies at Brooklyn College. He was also director of the CUNY Student Internship Program in Government and Politics and the Brooklyn College Graduate Center for Worker Education.


In 1986, Mr. Rogowsky was appointed Director of Brooklyn’s Office of Community Boards by Brooklyn Borough President Howard Golden and in 1990 Borough President Golden appointed him to the New York City Planning Commission, an office he held until his death.  

Edward T. Rogowsky was the City Editor at CUNY-TV and the host of MetroView, a weekly urban affairs program that explored, among others, issues of planning and development in the metropolitan region. Mr. Rogowsky was a founding member and Vice-President of the Flatbush Development Corporation and a former member of Community Board 14 in Brooklyn.  He served as interim chairman of the Board of Brooklyn Information and Culture (BRIC, formerly the Fund for the Borough of Brooklyn) and was the editor of two of its publications, “Brooklyn in the 21st Century” and “The Brooklyn Neighborhood Book”. Mr. Rogowsky also co-authored a monograph titled “Changing Brooklyn: The Revitalization of Downtown and the Building of Metro Tech.”  

He also co-authored many books and articles about politics, voting and economic development in New York City, including “Changing New York City Politics” (1991), “New York City’s Outer Borough Development Strategy,” in Urban Revitalization: Policies and Programs (1995), and “Managing Development in New York City,” in Managing Capital Resources for Central City Revitalization (2000).


During his lifetime Edward T. Rogowsky received many awards and citations.  He was honored by the New York State Assembly as Project Director of the Model New York State Senate Project.  He also received honors from the Lambda Independent Democrats, Brooklyn’s Lesbian and Gay Political Club, the American Planning Association, the United States Department of Commerce, and the New York Chapter of the American Planning Association. Mr. Rogowsky also received many City Council citations for “exemplary service to the community” and as “an outstanding citizen, one who is worthy of the esteem of both the community and the great City of New York.”


Edward T. Rogowsky died on March 18, 2001 at the age of 60.  He was survived by two sons, Joshua of New York City and Mark, of San Francisco, one grandson, Max Rogowsky, and his partner, Peter McGarry.  In recognition of Mr. Rogowsky’s many years of devoted service to his community, the Borough of Brooklyn, and the City of New York, it is fitting that Sterling Place, between 6th Avenue and 7th Avenue, where he lived for more than twenty years, be named “Ed Rogowsky Way” in his honor.


This local law will take effect immediately. 
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
