A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to increasing penalties for accepting a passenger by street hail from a location where street hails are not permitted
BILL SUMMARY:

This bill would increase the financial penalties for for-hire vehicles that improperly accept a passenger by street hail. The fines would increase to $2,000 for a first violation, $4,000 for a second violation within two years, and $10,000 for a third or subsequent violation within ten years. These increased fines would apply to any vehicle with a HAIL license that accepts a passenger by street hail in an area where street hails by HAIL vehicles are not permitted and to other for-hire vehicles that improperly accept a passenger by street hail in particular areas of the city, including much of Manhattan, airports, and the immediate vicinity of Yankee Stadium, Citi Field, and Barclays Center.

90 days after becoming law
