SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. No. 1146 would require the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene (DOHMH) to establish a Newborn Home Visiting Program and ensure that such program is available to 75 percent of all Taskforce on Racial Inclusion & Equity identified neighborhoods within three years of the effective date of the bill and to be available in 100 percent of such neighborhoods within five years. The bill would also require DOHMH to submit two progress reports to the Mayor and the Speaker of the Council detailing the availability of the program in priority neighborhoods.

FISCAL YEAR IN WHICH PROPOSED LOCAL LAW WOULD FIRST BECOME EFFECTIVE: 2026

FISCAL YEAR IN WHICH FULL FISCAL IMPACT ANTICIPATED: 2026

IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is estimated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. The Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB) estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenues is consistent with the Council’s estimate.

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: The Council estimates that the impact of the enactment of this legislation on the City’s expenditures would be $1,170,510 in the first year, including $1,002,170 for the hiring of ten public health sanitarians, $75,000 for the cost to lease space, and $93,340 in one-time cost for travel, required training, and technology. Each subsequent year the cost would be $1,077,170.  OMB’s estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s expenditures is consistent with the Council’s estimate.
