To amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to expanding the protections given to displaced building service workers to include displaced food service workers
BILL SUMMARY:

This bill expands the protections given to displaced building workers under Administrative Code § 22-505 (e.g., a 90-day retention period when a building changes ownership or a food service contract is terminated) to displaced food service workers. The bill also makes cosmetic changes to the existing § 22-505 in order to conform the statutory language to the council’s current legislative drafting style.
