SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: This bill would require the Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) to designate heavy-use thoroughfares in every borough. DEP would be required to install street level air monitors at a minimum of two major intersections on every designated heavy use thoroughfare and at every park or playground adjacent to a heavy use thoroughfare. This bill also would require the issuance of a report to the mayor and to the speaker of the council containing the results of the air quality monitoring of designated heavy use thoroughfares and recreational areas.

IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is anticipated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. OMB’s estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenues is consistent with the Council’s estimate.

 
IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: The Council estimates that implementing this legislation will require $12,771,500 in FY26 and $16,771,500 in FY27 to support the purchase and operation of approximately 2,200 air monitors for roadway monitoring. These figures include the initial purchase of air monitors, ongoing maintenance costs, and the necessary staffing to manage the program.

The FY26 cost of $12,771,500 reflects the delayed purchase of the air monitors and associated startup costs, including $10,000,000 for Other Than Personal Services (OTPS) to purchase the monitors and $2,771,500 for Personal Services (PS) to hire the necessary staff and cover operational expenses.

The FY27 cost of $16,771,500 includes $14 million in OTPS for ongoing maintenance and program costs, along with $2,771,500 in PS to support 13 staff members at the Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) and 16 staff members at the Department of Transportation (DOT). These costs also account for DOT's vehicle purchases and maintenance expenses.  After full implementation there would be an annual cost of $7,941,000 for the additional staffing and maintenance of the monitors.  OMB’s estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s expenditures is consistent with the Council’s estimate.
