Local Law 37 of 2011 requires a monthly report on emergency housing assistance usage. This bill would require that report to be updated to include a cover page that would list the total number of the all individuals utilizing emergency housing in the City and the total number of families with children, adult families, single men, and single women utilizing temporary emergency housing. The bill would also require the report to be posted on homepage of the Mayor’s Office of Operations’ website and the Open Data web portal in a machine-readable format.

Amends Administrative Code § 3-113 created under Local Law 37 of 2011 and renumbers the provision as § 3-120
EFFECTIVE DATE:

The legislation would take effect immediately.
