Justification:
Youth admissions to detention have doubled in the past four years, and the population has exceeded the capacity of Administration for Children’s Services facilities.  Youth population review teams will help reduce the population in detention through proactively identifying youth that are candidates for early case resolution or release.  Modeled after the successful Rikers population review teams, these teams will have the expertise and resources necessary to identify what programs and support youth need to return to their communities, or to have their cases resolved.
