This bill would require the Mayor’s Office of Community Mental Health to create an online portal and a written resource guide of available mental health services. The portal and guide would organize services by population and then by type of service. The bill would also require the Office to conduct outreach on the portal and the guide and ensure the portal is secure and confidential to protect the privacy of individuals accessing the portal.
